He was 
Asst Superintendent of the schools for 23 years and they asked if they could honor him by renaming a street where the buses park.  
Not officially but like they did Gene Taylor Highway on Interstate 44.  Bob stated that he should abstain from any decision as his 
daughter is married to Joe’s son.  The bus drivers brought it up. Steve said that if it is to be done properly the school should do 
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something.  Bob suggested a sign and not really renaming the street.  Mark Powers agreed that it is the school that should be doing 
something.  Richard Zaccardelli said they could do a memorial wall and hang a picture maybe.   
 Tim Smith announced he had a new grandson. 
 Steve said we need a motion to go with a December renewal date for our health insurance.  Mark Powers motioned to renew 
our health insurance with Anthem effective December 1, 2013.  Richard Zaccardelli seconded.  All in favor.  No opposed.
